Instructions for farm visitS
In Finland the situation in terms of infectious animal diseases is generally very good due to strict health regulations. However there is always a risk of spreading animal diseases in farm visits while abroad. Safety and hygiene issues will be taken into account during the farm visits as well as during the entire Congress. We strive to prevent the spread of infectious animal diseases by these regulations, so please comply with them! It is requested that you do not participate in the farm visits if you have recently been in contact with infective animal diseases.
Before the farm visit:

· Do not be in contact with farm animals of any kind in your home country 48 hours before the first scheduled farm visit in Finland. This means that you are not allowed to enter any barns after 6 June 2008. Please note that this an absolute requirement in order to attend the farm visits.
· Bringing food with you to the farm visits is strictly prohibited. Meals will be provided during the visits and refreshments will be available on the bus. If you have a special dietary needs or a medical condition, which require for you to not to comply with this request, please contact the organizers in advance. 

· Wear different clothes to the farm visit than when entering Finland. 

· Take good care of your personal hygiene, especially good hand hygiene. Disinfect your hands always whenever possible.

During the farm visit:

· Use all the protective material that will be given to you during the farm visit.
· Do not enter to the cow barn without the farmer’s permission.

· Refrain from touching the animals. Avoid unnecessary movement in the barn, especially around the feeding table area.
· The use of toilets in the farms is not allowed.
